Albert Basin Development considerations

The site

Albert Basin is over 700m long and, at its widesinf is approximately 130m wide.
It is bounded on its western side by the Newry Cand on its eastern side by the
Clanrye River, both of which converge at the sisgsithern tip bordering Carlingford
Lough. In its current form, Albert Basin can bewss as consisting of two parts — a
northern part and a southern part that are sephbbgtthe Derrybeg River channel. It
is important to note that the site area can beeas®d by bridging the Derrybeg River
channel. Any proposal to carry out these worksldibave to be agreed with the
Rivers Agency.

The northern part of the island comprises the quag that once served the Basin,
while the southern part contains a large triangpiace of infill land. Former uses on
the site include a coal yard, tannery, railway,lifuel storage area and metal
fabrication works. An electrical substation iscafgesently located on the site.
